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THE ROLE OF ALL SERVICES: SUPPORTING THE SHIFT IN IDENTITY

PERSONAL SUPPORT: GUIDING THE SHIFT STRUCTURAL SUPPORT: ENABLING THE SHIFT

- Explore pro-social strengths and goals - Coordinate planning from start

- Establish support relationships - Custody services focus on release

- Focus on pathways to future roles - Confirm community services long before release
- Prepare for release disorientation - Arrange contingency planning

- Facilitate engagement - Ensure flexible and prompt support on release
- Develop empowering relationships - Early exit planning

- Help relapse recovery - Continue support post-sentence
